· Classroom format taught by academics and professionals

· Course to cover three major themes, with three evenings on each theme:

· Politics and Governance

· Social and Economic Development

· Medical issues

	The Short Course is intended to provide interested health sciences students with a comprehensive introduction to the historical, political, economic, social and medical issues pertaining to global health.  It has been created to meet a demand for this sort of course among University of Melbourne students.
